Under her tutelage we have 
moved into a position where we will have a full time challenge deputy, regional challenge  
deputies, a re-vamped guild officer structure, an on-line newsletter, and so much more, and 
most importantly, we'll be a fully chartered independent guild.

The box can go to events and the samples will be easily accessible and an excellent way to 
show off our handiwork.  I'll have more news on the box at May Crown. 
 
We have a new challenge deputy, HL Gwendolyn of Castle Court.  Thanks to her, we should be 
able to have challenges at Crown events.  She will also pass challenge requests to the regional 
challenge deputies, if you can't make a Crown event.  So start thinking about what kind of 
items you wish to use to challenge guild rankings. 
 
Finally, I must say I am honored to be your Guild Minister.  I hope to further cement the fine 
work HL Giana and her predecessors have done with the Guild and move us towards and active 
role in teaching and learning new embellishment skills.  I'll have more about all of this at the 
May Crown meeting.
